2. Royalty.  No admission fee shall be charged or collected for admission to the Adaptation performances.  The parties therefore agree that no advance or royalty fee is required.
3. Credits. I agree to print the following credit and copyright notice on written material associated with the Adaptation, such as programs or advertising materials:

4. Reproduction of Performance.  I agree that the license granted under this Agreement is for the purpose of staging live performances only.  Any other use of the Adaptation will require your explicit permission.  [Neither party may broadcast, photograph or record any portion of the performance in any medium without the written consent of the other party.]  [You agree that I may create one archival recording of the performance for internal archival use only, not for distribution outside of Yale.  Upon request, I will provide a copy of this archival recording to you free of change.]  [You agree that I may create one archival recording of the performance for internal archival use or nonpublic portfolio use.  Upon request, I will provide a copy of this archival recording to you free of change.]
5. Reservation of Rights.  All rights not expressly granted to me, including the right to make or authorize any other derivative works based on the Work, are reserved exclusively to you as the rights holder.
6. No Agency Relationship.  This contract shall not, in any way be construed so as to create a partnership, or any kind of joint undertaking or venture between the parties hereto.
7. Force Majeure. Neither party shall be liable to the other for any delay or default in performing hereunder if such delay or default is caused by conditions beyond such party's reasonable control including, but not limited to, Acts of God, wars, strikes and severe weather conditions.
8. No Assignment. This Agreement cannot be assigned or transferred without the written consent of both parties.
9. Amendment. This Agreement may only be amended in writing, signed by each of the parties hereto and specifically referring to this Agreement. 
10. Execution of Agreement.  This Agreement may be executed in multiple counterparts. This Agreement will not be held unenforceable if signatures are exchanged electronically.
